proficiency, preparedness in the chosen major, academic motivation, and other qualities demonstrated in 

their submitted materials.

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Ⅳ  Required Documents

1. Documents that are not in Korean or English must be submitted with a certified translation into 
Korean or English, along with the original documents.

2. Once the online application process is complete, applicants will not be allowed to modify, replace, 

or cancel application or documents.

3. Upon being offered preliminary admission, all documents must be submitted as original hard copies. 
Submitted documents or records will NOT be returned to the applicant. If there are documents that 
can only be issued once and thus cannot be submitted as originals, copies certified by Ewha or the 
issuing institution are also acceptable.
